· Are you sure nobody has made this research before? 

· How are you going to define focus groups?

· What would the main outputs of your research be? How would you promote them? How would you disseminate the results of your research? 
Note: think about the communication about your projects
· How would you recruit people?

For participative research projects: 

· How is your method going to be participative? 
· How participatory are you going to be?

· What would you do in the circumstances where response rate would be low?
