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PRESENTATION FROM PARTICIPANTS & IDENTIFICATION OF SKILLS GAPS 
All EuRADE project recipients were first requested to present in depth their research outlines
. This “presentation” part was then followed by an open discussion on skill gaps. 

From this discussion emerged the following: 

· It is not always easy to think big. Taking the example of Pirkko Malhamäki’s project, starting with the review of legal documents, it seems firstable important to start with the question about what the regulation provides for clients. Looking at the documents, it came out that two approaches need to be taken into account: from the service provider's point of view, and from the users’ point of view. Recent legal evolutions make things even more complex as there was a recent change: before, airlines were responsible for providing assistance. Now: airports are responsible for this duty. There is consequently a need to think big and to check several airports’ practices. Has regulation improved the situation? It the regulation implemented correctly? 

· An other issue was raised by Leonor Lidon Heras: how to define clearly the added value of research, and how to specify in the best way what the benefit of this research will be for end users? In her project, Ms Lidon starts from a general point of view: there are no human rights if you can not exercise them. This results in a necessity to question about how to legitimately reduce the scope of the research to an “acceptable” level. Meaning for example: it would be interesting to position a global research at a global level. The United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities is meant to be applied internationally and an international comparison would therefore be beneficial for enhancing the quality of the research at an EU level (for example: including countries such as Canada or the United States seems to make sense). But acting as such would require to look for international research funding, and not only EU funding, raising the questions of where and how to get to that funding. Support in this would be welcomed.
